Moreover, working in a team is also promoted to the students in order
to make their tasks to be completed successfully. Sports Day is, therefore, organized every year.

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In the past, Khemasiri Memorial School scheduled to
organize Sports Day on October 11 every year, which is the birthday
anniversary of H.S.H. Princess Suksrisamorn Kshemsri, the founder
and first headmaster of the School, but, as it is rainy season in
October, the organization of Sports Day faced great problems,
especially with the outdoor activities, such as parades.

Playing sports is a fun activity. It can be played for fun,
relaxation, and skill development. Everybody needs to learn rules in
playing any sport because each type of sport has different rules. In

contact sports, such as football, basketball, or chair ball, the players
are constantly making contact with other players or objects, which
might cause some conflicts. However, when the athletes understand
the rules of playing, it makes the players have better competitive
manners and apologize to each other after the match, if need be. This
is the true spirit of athletes.

Sports day is an activity that all students love and look
forward to every year. In Khemasiri Memorial School, the students are
divided into four color groups: yellow, green, pink, and purple.
The activities consist of sports competitions, games, parades, and
cheering stands. The students will help plan and work in teams, with
Mathayom 6 seniors taking the lead in setting up committees. The
working committee chooses the right job for each person. There is
coordination between seniors from secondary levels and juniors from
primary levels.

Q: Are there any other activities or subjects that you like?

A: | like cooking, especially making a dessert like brownies, because
| like it. | also like Thai foods because they are tasty. My favorite
subject is Thai language, but | find some words difficult to pronounce.

Q: How did you feel when you participated in Sports Days.

A: It was fun because in Japan there are sports competitions, but there
are no performances by cheer members or cheerleaders, only sports
competitions. Here, everyone participated in what they were capable
of. Also, there are many sports to choose to play here. I like volleyball
the most because | regularly play it.

Q: What would you like to say to friends at Khemasiri Memorial

School?
A: | like that everyone is friendly and always helpful.

Q: What do you like in Thailand? Also, where have you traveled?
A: | like the weather in Thailand. Even though it is a little hot, | can
tolerate it. | have traveled to Pattaya and Suan Phueng, Ratchaburi.
The atmosphere is very good; it is suitable for relaxing.

| couldn’t find in Japan. | will study hard and will not forget the Thai
language, even after returning to Japan.

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Dream Big and Chase Dreams-Everyone has dreams, and your dreams
can only be determined by you. Today, we are going to hear from our
‘Thai national triathlete’ about her expectations in playing sports.

The student introducing herself:
My name is Ms. Pichayanatt Kittivorakij, or Jenny.
Now | study in Mathayom 5 (English-Chinese Program).

Q: When did you start playing sports? What kind of sports are they?

A: | started playing sports when | was 8 years old. | just wanted to know how to
swim. My older brother was a swimmer, and | had to wait for him (almost every
day) while he was training. That’s why | wanted to be able to swim. Then, his
coach also taught me to swim. That is my story of becoming a swimmer. | have
always been a swimmer and have never changed sports. To do a warm-up and
strengthen my legs before swimming practice, | have to run about 3 kilometers
or more every day. My parents also run together with me. They had an idea of
having me try running up the 84-story Baiyoke Tower. My older brother attended
the Baiyoke Tower Run Racing a year before me, and he won a prize; then, my
parents also applied to the competition for me when | was 11, and | won the
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2nd prize. After that, my parents applied for me the 5-10 kilometer running
races, just sometimes, but not often, because | have to mainly practice and
compete in swimming.

Q: Tell us about your training for each sport you play, and how do you practice?
A: | practice every day. My mother is my training schedule planner.
0 06:00-07:45 Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday practice swimming and go
to school
0 17:15-20:00 Tuesday and Thursday: practice swimming
0 06:00-07:45 Wednesday practice cycling and go to school
0 Morning time Saturday practice cycling
o Evening time Monday, Wednesday, Friday, and Sunday practice running and
weight training

The sooner the competition day, the harder the training. During the
last week before the competition, the training program will be loosened so that
my body can get ready. After the competition is over, | will let the body rest for
one day and return to the training as usual. | have separate coaches for each of
the sports-swimming, cycling, and running. The triathlon coach will control the
training of all three sports.

Q: Why are you interested in the triathlon?

A: The beginning of playing sports all came from my older brother because he
is a swimmer, runner, and a former triathlete for the Thai national team. Every
time my brother competed, our whole family traveled domestically and abroad
to cheer him. My parents always told me that | am capable of participating in
this kind of sport because | am a kid with patience, a good swimmer, and a
moderate runner. The rest was | only practiced cycling so | could do the triathlon.
| began to practice running more in order to attend Duathlon Thailand
Championship 2023. The competition consisted of 500-meters swimming and
2.5-kilometers running. | was the 3rd runner-up and was placed on the national
team for the 2023 SEA Games in Cambodia. As being only a substitute and
getting COVID while in Cambodia, | did not compete. | want to be listed in the
national team again and be a real athlete in the SEA Games 2025, which will be
hosted by Thailand.

Q: Would you recommend participating in triathlons to people who are
interested in this kind of sport?

A: Triathlon is a sport that requires a high level of endurance because you have
to compete in 3 sports continuously, without any breaks, at all. Yet, it is not too
difficult. If you are already good at running, you can only practice swimming
and cycling, or if you are already good at swimming, just add the training of
cycling and running to your list. If anyone gets bored with playing only one sport
all the time, then try the triathlon. In Thailand, there are many triathlon
competition events.

Q: What are your expectations on participating in sports in the future?

A: My goal in doing the triathlon is to join the national team several times,
being a representative in the SEA Games, the Asian Games, and so on.
I hope to do better so that | can receive a scholarship to train and study in Japan.
My dream is to become a professional female triathlete of Thailand. | will share
my knowledge and experience in the triathlon to help produce a new generation
of young athletes in Thailand.
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
